Spaces of Migration: Toward a Cartography of Refugees in Berlin

Learning theoretically about social space and migration, vis a vis critically reading the existing
maps/narrations of Berlin, the course aims to produce possible alternative maps through refugees’
narrations. Spaces of Migration in the upcoming summer semester is mainly concerned with spatially
excluded migrants, refugees/asylum seekers, in order to map their everyday living experiences, their
spatial imaginaries and subjugated knowledge.

Cartography is a double edged sword oscillating between govern and resistance. For, maps present,
construct and suppress knowledge. Likewise, they represent the interest of certain social groups and
exclude marginal parts of people. Hence, spatial imaginaries promoted through counter-mapping
projects can bring social changes and transform power relations in a society.

This is a research oriented seminar and its particular interest is the spatial understanding of Berlin, as
a post-migrant city. The spatial narrations of refugees will be published on a specific website that is
going to be designed for the course.

The course comprises two-hour seminars with the remaining time, regarding the topics, dedicated to
free discussions, city tours, watching documentaries and advising regarding the student’s researches
to reimagine Berlin as a space of migration.

Gendered Public Spaces Il

This course is a vibrant and interdisciplinary approach, spanning Sociology, Architecture, Philosophy,
Literature, Geography and Urban Planning. To conduct our interdisciplinary investigation, a specific
topic will be brought up every session engaging the participants, in critical thinking about our personal
experience in Berlin and academic perspectives and theories.

The key content of the sessions: Gender, Family structure, Space; Gender, work, religion, Space;
Gender, war, Migration, Space; Gender, Violence, Crime, Space; Gender, Race, Class, Space; Gender,
Media, Body, Beauty, Space.

The scales of discussions will be: Global, Germany, City- Berlin, Home, Personal

The course will be run as seminar series which means that participation is vital and class periods are
primarily spent in discussion and other group activities. It will examine how definitions and relation
between gender and public space are reproduced, negotiated and deployed in the context of
transnational flows in Berlin.

The seminars will be followed by a practical part as course project which students have to put theories
into practice and develop a portrait of Berlin through interviews, observations and based on the
methods we will discuss in the seminars. We will look at Physical aspects, cultural contexts and
political ideas. The result of student practice will be published in the form of exhibition and material
for blogs in the course weblog.
